On May 14th, therefore, Brother John’s life took another
direction when the Chapter delegates elected him Superior
General by a substantial majority on the first ballot. The
chronicle of the Chapter has preserved Brother John’s first
words to the Chapter following his election:
Thirty-seven years ago when | was a young boy in the
Brothers’ school in Memphis, the Brother who was our
teacher told us one day that he was going to be transferred.
We were very disappointed. It is evident that he was also. But
he said something to us that | have never forgotten, something
simple but profound: ‘The good Lord does some strange
things sometimes but He always knows what he is doing.’
Ten years ago — and again today — the Lord did something
strange! All | can say is that | HOPE He knows what he is
doing! The expectations of the Brothers are so great that |
can’t help but feel somewhat overwhelmed. As I look around
the room at the portraits of past Superiors, and think that you
have placed me in their company, | feel very unworthy indeed.
w. I am well aware of my faults and limitations: spiritual,
intellectual, emotional; | know that | am weak in languages.
At the same time, | am conscious of certain gifts the Lord has
given me. But | can say that | am neither pessimistic because
of my limitations nor optimistic because of my gifts. I shall
simply try to be the Lord’s instrument. ... I want to thank
those Brothers who voted for me. As for those of you who



preferred another candidate, let me say that | understand
perfectly your position. Now, Brothers, | ask all of you,
regardless of whom you voted for, to give me your support,
your prayers, and your patience — and to be realistic in your
expectations.

The General Chapter faces boldly, and not without concern, the
consequences of a total renewal in the face of a rapidly
changing world and Church.

Once these provisions were known, though as yet not
definitely adopted, it became possible to take opinion polls



judged to be indispensable as a preparation for tire elections.
Preceded themselves by less formal consultations, five such
polls took place on the 28th and 29th of May and the
election of the Brother Superior was fixed for 9.00 a.m. on
Thursday, 3rd of June. This meeting was rather short. After
Brother Charles Henry had led the prayer to the Holy
Spirit, the President addressed a few words to the electors
and the chairman for the session gave the necessary
instructions. The interpreters and the other technicians then
retired, leaving the hall solely to the capitulants. Before
writing the name of their candidate they pronounced the oath
written in three languages on their ballot paper. Once
completed these were then placed in the box on the
scrutineers table. Three electors were absent, far away,
unable to come and duly excused. The total ballot papers
received was 155 corresponding to the number of people in
the hall.

One of the scrutineers read each one aloud. When the name
of Brother Jose Pablo Basterrechea came up for the 78th
time there was a spontaneous out burst of applause
indicating that an absolute majority had already been
achieved, and the counting came rapidly to an end. Brother
Charles Henry then addressed himself to the one elected
asking if he would accept. Having accepted, Brother Jose
Pablo received the Rules and the seals of the Institute
followed by the Obedience from all the capitulants. All then
went to the chapel where they were joined by the other
Brothers in the house and the session closed with the singing
of the Te Deum. It was then 10.00 a.m. The Holy Father and
the Sacred Congregation of Religious were immediately
informed.

Taking his place for the first time in its new role of
Superior at the 5.00 p.m. session on the same day, Brother




Jose Pablo expressed his gratitude and that of the whole
Institute to Brother Charles Henry who had just
relinquished his charge leaving behind him the memory of a
man entirely devoted to his numerous duties, of a Superior
showing fraternal consideration for all his Brothers,
understanding, loving and helping them.

Brother Jose Pablo, as he prefers to be known, would like
to be close to each of his Brothers. As he mentioned in his
remarks, he will find it a joy to give them, in all simplicity,
all the help in his power. He wishes that, together and
united, the sons of St. John Baptist de La Salle will continue
their devoted work for God and the poor, with the prudence
recommended by the Gospel, but also with the boldness and
courage of the apostles of Jesus Christ.

The Institute accepts the challenge of renewal adapted to the
signs of the times. It is a critical moment which will require the
mvolvement of mmds and hearts ready to build a ne new Institute.

After these twenty years which ended with the Vatican
Council, the General Chapter of 1966-1967 was a major event
in the history of the Institute. In preparation for this Chapter
all Districts were consulted. The statistics which were drawn
up at the time revealed that in 1965, there were more than
15,000 Brothers in the Institute, which was the highest
number reached since 1903. In its first session, the Chapter
adopted an approach which differed from that of preceding
Chapters. For the fist time, a non-French Superior General
was elected in the person of Brother Charles Henry
(Thomas Buttimer). By a large majority, the capitulants



refused to introduce the priesthood into the Institute, running
the risk of incurring the displeasure of the Congregation for
Religious which was urging it to do so. The second session of
the Chapter in 1967, fulfilled for the Institute the function of a
“Special Chapter” which the Decree on the Renewal of
Religious Life obliged all religious congregations to hold. As
congregations were also invited to revise their Rules in order
to bring them more into line with the Gospel and the original
inspiration of their Founder, this became the principal
objective of the work of the Chapter. But quite apart from this
task, the capitulants felt the need to show how, when brought
together in a ‘living synthesis’, the various components of the
Brothers’ life gave a picture of the “Brother in the World of
Today”.

“On Saturday May 19, 1956, Vigil of Pentecost, at six fifty
o’clock, following Holy Mass, Holy Communion and



Exposition of the Most Blessed Sacrament in the main chapel,
the Brothers of the Chapter assembled in the Chapter room.

The Most Honored Brother Denis, Vicar General, presided.

The Veni Sancte and the Ave Maria were recited and then the
secretaries proceeded to distribute the prescribed ballots. The
Most Honored Brother gave an address that was short but full
of substance. He spoke of the qualities required in a Superior
General, those, namely, mentioned in the Rule of Government.
He stressed the extreme importance of the election.

It was, he said, the gravest and most far-reaching step the
Chapter would be called on to make. He likened our Assembly
to the Apostolic College. He exhorted us to imitate the
Apostles, to entertain only views of faith and to give ourselves
up to the care and guidance of Our Lady. Then came there
citation of the Veni Creator followed by a quarter of an hour of
mental prayer. This was a final plea to God that we might do
according to His holy, will.

“Then followed the inlpressive ceremony of the taking of the
oath-each in his turn kneeling before the cmcifu: and then
going to a booth to write down on his ballot the name of the
Brother he felt he should in conscience vote for. The Most
Honored Brother, the Brothers Assistants and all the capitulars
followed one another gravely, recollectedly.

Meanwhile Brother Armel-Felix, first of the three tellers,
accompanied by Brothers Dieudonne-Simon and Eusebio-
Felix, proceeded to the infomary to receive the vote to be cast
by Brother Maurice-Emile, Visitor General. This Brother’s
health although greatly improved did not as yet admit of his
attending any of the plenary sessions. Brothers Cyprien Garn
and Heniamino, second and third tellers respectively were the
last of the long line of Brothers to cast their votes. It was eight
o’clock. The president of the Assembly together with the three
tellers took the oath special to their office. When the ballot



boxes were emptied and the ballots counted the required
number was found to be exact, that is, one hundred. For several
long minutes there was anxious waiting, the tellers working
silently and rapidly. Finally, the first teller announced the
result: ‘“There has been no election’.

“There began at once a second balloting, which proceeded in
the same manner as did the first. During the second counting
there was the same eagerness for a result that would be
positive. But again no Brother had been given the required
number of votes, and so there was no election.

“A third balloting began without delay, with no change in
detail from the other two. During this counting likewise there
was an ardent desire that it might be the last. Indeed the result
this time was definitive. The first teller rose from his place to
give us the desired formula, ‘An election has been made’. It
was in favor of Brother Nicet-Joseph. The time was nine-
fifteen o’clock. The Most Honored Brother Denis, President,
asked the prescribed but fearful question: ‘Brother Nicet-
Joseph, do you accept the office of Superior General of the
Institute of the Brothers of the Christian Schools?’ There
followed a moment of silence. Brother Nicet-Joseph
recollected himself, evidently making interiorly an act of
submission to the will of God calling him to assume a very
heavy and responsible burden. With some emotion, but not
without firmness, Brother Nicet-Joseph answered, ‘I adore the
will of God ... | promise to do my best ... | ask for your fraternal
collaboration and the help of your prayers.’

“The president then proclaimed Brother Nicet-Joseph
legitimately elected Superior General of the Brothers of the
Christian Schools, conducting him to a chair that was one time
used by St. John Baptist de La Salle, and as a sign of his new
authority, presenting him with the seal of the Institute and a
copy of the Rules and Constitutions.



“There followed the ceremony of presenting respect and
obeisance. This served to ease the understandable nervous
tension. All the capitulars were happy to express to the new
Superior their religious affection and submission; and to
receive from him the accolade together with a word of paternal
kindness. This ceremony concluded, the Capitulars formed
adouble file proceeding slowly in the direction of the chapel
and singing the Benedictus. Emotion still prevailed. The
subdued voices of many testified to this until the group reached
the chapel. Then resounded a vibrant Te Deum.

“In the procession from Chapter room to chapel the new
Superior came last. Arriving at the sanctuary be was conducted
to a specially prepared prie-Dieu near the main altar and facing
it. The ringing of bells notified the personnel of the Mother
House. The Brothers, together with some friends of the
Institute, joined us in thanking God and praising Him.

With all possible speed the good news was transmitted to the
Houses of the Institute throughout the world.

“After Benediction and the singing of the Ecce Bonum the
Most Honored Brother Denis, Vicar General, and Brother
Adolphe-Marie, Pro Vicar General, conducted the Most
Honored Brother Nicet-Joseph to the Superior’s usual place in
the Sanctuary. The ceremony closed with invocations to our
holy protectors: the first of the prayers shared in by the Head of
the Institute and his sons.”

The Chapter of 1901

A circular dated June 14th 1901 announced the convocation of a
General Chapter for October 15th, to be held at Athis Mons. Its
principal purpose was the examination of a revised draft of the
Rule drawn up by an ad hoc commission in view of a new
edition. A circular dated August 15th gave details regarding
this revision: its aim would be to make the text of the Commun
Rules as a whole coincide with that of 1717 and 1726.

The Chapter was composed of 105 members, and of these 86
were delegates and substitutes. During the Chapter, Brother
PAMPHILE (Paul Berger-Billon), born in 1848, was elected



Assistant. During the 30th session, the proposition of the
Superior to extend the mandate of existing Assistants by 10
years was adopted by the Assembly.

Regarding the examination of the revised Draft of the
Common Rules, a preliminary study of the 37 chapters was
distributed among the various commissions. The examination
of the text point by point was then made on the basis of the
report of these commissions. Given the ultimate aim of the
process, discussion centred mostly on choosing which part of
the text to keep when there was a divergence of views on the
matter. The intention of returning as much as possible to the 1717
text was good, because this text could be considered to be the
original Rule of the Institute. But also, it was necessary to take
into account the modifications made in 1726 regarding the
vows, or those introduced following the decree Quem
admodum. Certain ancient practices had also been modified, as
well as references to suffrages for deceased Brothers.

Work on the Rule of Government began in the 24th session.
In this connection, the Chapter had more leeway, but it had
only just less than 15 sessions to devote to it. The examination
of the notes sent in by the Brothers, which was some what
expedited, took only 5 sessions.

The Chapter ended with the 43rd session on November 8th
1901. The Superior General informed the Institute of the results
of the Chapter in a circular dated December 25" 1901. From
this moment onwards, the pressure of events on Brother Gabriel
Marie was so great, that his activities in the few years leading
up to 1904 have already been dealt within the previous chapter.

On one point the capitulants preferred
to refer to the Holy See. A circular of December 10th 1816
made known to the Brothers the response received from Rome:
it asked them to take up again their habit in its “old formand its
original integrity” (cf. RIGAULT 4, 424)

The 1751 General Chapter

Brother Timothée’s health was seriously undermined by the events
in Rouen and Reims. He fell gravely ill in 1751 and never
recovered fully. As a consequence, he decided to call a General
Chapter and offer his resignation.

The election of a new Superior

The Chapter began on August 1st 1751 and ended on the evening
of August 8th. In addition to the Superior General, the two
Assistants, and the two former Assistants, Brothers Jean and



Daniel, there were 50 elected Chapter members, most of whom
were Directors.

At the first session on August 1st, Brother Timothée offered his
Designation. At first, the assembly refused to accept it, but, as the
Chapter records show, “the Brother Superior renewed his request
and gave such convincing reasons, that the assembly asked for a
day’s grace to consider the request in God’s presence. The
following day, after the Mass of the Holy Spirit, ... the request of
the Superior was discussed once more and, after a variety of
objections, the assembly accepted the resignation of Brother
Superior with great sorrow and regret....” (RA CC 200-1/1, 48).
The records continue: “As a consequence of the Designation and of
its acceptance... the following day, the 3rd of the month, we
proceeded, by common consent, to the election of a new Superior
by secret ballot..., the majority of the votes going to Brother
Claude, Director of our house in Avignon” (ibid.).

Decisions

Two questions in particular occupied the attention of the Chapter.

It agreed to setup a novitiate “in the house at Marainville” (former
name of Maréville) in accordance with a contract drawn up with the
former King of Poland, Stanislas Leszezynski, Duc de Lorraine at the
time. It decided also to send two Brothers to St Nicolas in the same
province, but this decision was never implemented.

As the decision of the 1745 Chapter regarding the closure of certain
boarding sections of schools had not been acted upon, the Chapter
decided “that there would be boarders only at St Yon, Marseilles,
Mirepoix, Dic, Montpellier, St Omer, Montargis, Angers and
Maréville”. However, the Superior could authorise the opening of
other boarding schools.

The Chapter decided also that:



+ in order to have Brothers sent to them, founders of schools had to
guarantee that each Brother received at least 250 livres per year for
his upkeep;

+ the seal of the Institute “will be, in the future, an inflamed silver star on
an azure shield with the motto Signum Fidei. Directors are expressly
for bidden to have others made like it”.
